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LOCAL FOOTY MUST STAY ON THE ABC  
 
The Australian Sporting Goods Association (ASGA) has joined the chorus of support for local  
South Australian Football to remain on the ABC.

The local teams need 
every bit of help they can get.”  Kitschke said.  
 
“As a Port Adelaide supporter growing up watching the magpie’s success of the 80’s and 90’s, it 
saddens me to think that South Australian’s could be deprived of the same opportunity. The SANFL 
produced champions like Nathan Buckley and Gavin Wangaeen who went on to AFL success.  It would 
be a disaster for sport if the television coverage was dropped, and the early beginnings of future stars 
were lost to our television screens,” Kitschke concluded.
